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ITEM 4: DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON FUTURE
CEMETERY PLANS

On February 9, 2009, the City Council approved the Use on Review Special Permit for
the cemetery. They also approved the name of “Newcastle Memorial Gardens™.

City Manager, Nick Nazar, stated that the City is in the process of obtaining a driveway
permit from the State for the entrance on Highway 62.

Glen Haynes, Street Superintendent, was in attendance and discussed the cost of the
proposed asphalt road into the cemetery. Estimated cost of an asphalt road would be
$36,000 for %2 mile of 2 inch asphalt which includes materials, trucking costs, and cost of
lay down machine, and $9,000 for rock for stabilizer base and trucking costs.

ITEM 5: DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON SELECTING
SULLIVAN ENGINEERING TO REPARE AN ENVIRONMENTAL
STUDY

City Planner, Chace Cottrell, has researched and stated that there is no state or
environmental agency that requires an environmental study. Possibility that a storm
water permit is need. Chace is in the process of checking with the Oklahoma Funeral
Board as well as the McClain County Commissioners office.

ITEM 6: DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON SELECTING A
CEMETERY PLANNER FOR CONSULTATION SERVICES

Debbie Chappell has visited with Ronnie Eisenhour, Eisenhour Funeral Home. It was
suggested that cemetery lots be 10 ft. x 4 fi. Oklahoma soil settles and could cause
headstones to sink, so 10 x 4 lots allow enough room.

After discussion, Debbie Chappell made the motion to recommend to the City Council
that lot sizes be 10 ft. in length x 4 ft. in width. Randy Corbin seconded the motion.
